A deeper look

Open Shelter Home

Naya Sawera Sanstha started Open Shelter to serve as a home for
children freed from child labor, neglected or abandoned children,
runaway children, and trafficking victims. Apart from physical
examination, counseling is provided to the children in the home, so
that they can come out of their pain and depression. Nutritious food is
given. Apart from entertainment, basic education is given in the home,
along with that drawing, painting and craft work are taught to them to
fuel their creativity. So far, more than 250 children have been
rehabilitated.
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e We started with our Shelter homes for kids with the belief that warmth
of family is the birth right of every child.

e This way we ensure that social justice, equality and protection of
human rights are upheld

e We provide motherly care, peaceful environment and nutritional food.

e Our shelter home is located in a serene, middle-class neighborhood to
reintegrate the kids with the society

As we are committed to providing the best possible care to the rescued
children in our community, after years of operating from a rented facility,
we recognized that we needed a permanent and more suitable home for
the children in our care. With the support of our donors and volunteers,
we embarked on a fundraising campaign to construct our own shelter
home for rescued children. The project was a massive undertaking,
involving months of planning, design, and construction. And finally we
opened our own shelter home in Feb 2022.

We are dedicated to promoting the comprehensive development of
underprivileged children in slums through initiatives such as vocational
training, educational collaboration, provision of nutritious food and
clothing donations. The program offers computer literacy, tailoring,
embroidery, and beauty training to girls and women across various
locations in the city.

The children are provided
with copies, books, and
school uniforms, and also
receive weekly servings of
nutritious cooked food and
fruits. In addition, clothing
items such as sweaters,
woolen clothes, and other
garments are distributed
to the less fortunate
children living in the slums.




Days of Pride

We believe that access to menstrual products is a basic human right,
and we are committed to making a positive difference in the lives of
women and girls in our community.

Sanitary pads are considered an
unaffordable luxury for numerous girls
and women. Many of these girls have
no option but to resort to unsanitary
and potentially hazardous methods to
manage their menstrual cycles. This
includes using improvised pads made
from old clothes, rags, newspapers,
bits of mattress, and other materials at
their disposal. The unavailability of
affordable sanitary pads has been
identified as one of the major reasons

sanitary pads to girls/ladies
each month with proper
records. Under the campaign
Days of Pride we have
distributed around 8250
packets of Sanitary Pads *(Total
pads 8250*9=74,250) to
maximum Girls/Ladies in
government school and slums
who can’t afford to buy them
each month. Not only do we
distribute the sanitary pads, but
we accompany them spreading
awareness about health and
hygiene. We started this
campaign in May 2016, and now
have 5 Sanitary Pads Bank.




Kokh

As part of Campaign Kokh, we
started providing Healthy Cooked
Food and Hot milk to pregnant
ladies at their doorstep in covid

times.
Till date, we have accomplished

to help more than 650 Women
in safe deliveries and hygienic
hospitals.

By providing this essential
support and care to the pregnant
women, our objective is to
decrease the Maternal Mortality
Rate in India. We give them
proper vitamin and nutrition for
the first 9 months, and we have
further decided to extend the
facility to one month after
delivery.

Awareness again is an important
part of this campaign. We try to
make the women and their
families aware of good practices
while the lady is expecting a
baby.







Ullaas .

Ullaas means “Exuberance”. This exuberance is generated by spending some quality
time with the children in a situation of disadvantage, giving them good food, playing
exciting games, gifting goodies and making them feel included.

Ullaas 2021 was celebrated with the spirit of community. Hundreds of children from the slums
were gathered in a beautifully decorated area. Activities such as magic show, dance
performances, singing competitions, GK quiz and sports activities were organized as a part of
a fun-filled package specially designed for them. They also had a delicious lunch along with
ice-cream and juices. Donors got to meet the children whose education they finance under
‘Each One Educate One’ scheme. They danced, singed and played together. It was a one-on-

one interaction. An emotional connection could be seen in this event.

The children who gathered in the event belong to the lowest section of society, some even
considered untouchables. These children, who barely manage to survive till youth, feed on
one meal a day, are covered with discarded clothes and find happiness in the smallest things.
Some of them have suffered psychological traumas and discrimination. Few of them, despite
their young age, work at some dhabas or stalls. While other children enjoy chocolates, ice-
creams and toys at this age; these children are forced to work for their survival. Giving a day
of happiness cannot compensate for the whole year, but it can surely give them a break from
backbreaking work and a hope for a better future.

This event belongs to our stakeholders and to our volunteers and interns. A time to share
their experiences and joy, while serving the community. This is the youth of Rajasthan coming
forward for a noble cause. They are well aware of their responsibility and believe in giving
back to the society. A day full of laughter, hopes, smiles and healing.

She had a lot of courage, she was also a responsible woman towards
the society, but the beating of time and circumstances made her weak.
When the loved ones left her, she broke down even more. Today she
needs us, need our help.

We are talking about Savita (name changed). Age 33 years. She got
married at a young age, the mistake she realized way too late. She's
now the mother of three children, two boys and a girl.

But the real sorrow was ahead, after some time her husband was
suffering from a serious disease, many treatments were done but to no
avail, at the end HIV test was done and it came to know that he has HIV.

After this, Savita got her test done and she also turned out to be HIV
positive, she felt that the world had robbed her. It is said that sorrow
comes one after the other like a train, it keeps testing you. The disease
swallowed the husband. After the death of her husband, her in-laws
threw her out of the house, took away her land and property, leaving
her three small children with no place to live or food. In such a
situation, some villagers and husband's friends helped, made a hutin
the field with the help of a tarpaulin and stayed there with the
children. Due to lack of proper care of the children, he kept both his
sons in a children's home and kept the daughter with him. Now from
here he started strengthening himself. First of all she started fighting
for the rights of her children, she is still fighting. Along with this, he
stopped many child marriages in his village and neighboring villages.
The fight is on for their rights, against child marriage. But no battle can
be fought on an empty stomach, it needs the help of all of us. Money is
needed for daily needs, medicines and daughter's education, there is
no source of income, she works in other's fields, but does not get work
everyday. He needs a permanent source of income so that he can meet
his daily needs, buy medicines, get his daughter educated. For this,
Savita wants to set up a vegetable stall. 15,000 thousand rupees are
needed for vegetable rehdi, fork (scale), and purchase of vegetables.
Our help can bring light again in Savita's life.
